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Introduction

The statistics contained in this publication are the results of three National Surveys conducted by 
Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation.

Survey Coverage

The Starts and Completions Survey is carried out monthly in urban areas with populations in excess of 
10,000 as defined by the 1996 Census. Centres with populations below 10,000 are enumerated on a 
sample basis four times a year, at the end of March, June, September and December.

The Market Absorption Survey is carried out in conjunction with the Starts and Completions Survey in 
urban areas with populations in excess of 50,000. When a structure is recorded as completed, a report 
is also made as to whether or not a unit has been sold or rented. The dwellings are then enumerated 
each month until such time as absorption occurs.

The Rental Market Survey is carried out on an annual basis in October in urban areas with populations 
in excess of 10,000 in row and apartment structures containing at least three rental dwelling units.

Concepts and Definitions

A “start” for the purposes of the Starts and Completions Survey, is defined as the beginning of 
construction work on a building, usually when the concrete has been poured for the whole of the 
footing around the structure, or an equivalent stage where a basement will not be part of the structure.

A “completion” is defined as the stage at which all proposed construction work on a building has 
been performed, although under some circumstances a building may be counted as completed where up 
to 10 percent of the proposed work remains to be done.

For multiple-dwelling structures, the definition of a Start or a Completion applies to the structure 
rather than to the individual dwelling units therein.

The number of units “under construction” as at the end of the period shown, takes into account 
certain adjustments which are necessary for various reasons. For example, after a start on a dwelling 
has commenced construction may cease, or a structure when completed may contain more or fewer 
dwelling units than were reported at start

Only new self-contained dwelling units are enumerated in the Starts and Completions 
Survey, such units being designed for non-transient and year-round occupancy.
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Introduction

Etendue des enqugtes

Le relev6 des mises en chantier et des achfevements est fait mensuellement dans les centres urbains de 
10 000 habitants et plus, d6termin6s par le recensement de 1996. Dans les collectivit6s de moins de 10 
000 Smes, le relev6 est fait par 6chantillonnage quatre fois I’an, soit a la fin des mois de mars, juin, 
septembre et d6cembre.

Le relev6 des logements 6coul6s sur le march6 est fait en mfime temps que le pr6c6dent dans les 
centres urbains de 50 000 habitants et plus.

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Conversions and/or alterations within an existing structure are excluded from the surveys as are 
seasonal dwellings, such as: summer cottages, hunting and ski cabins, trailers and boat houses; and 
hostel accommodation, such as: hospitals, nursing homes, penal institutions, convents, monasteries, 
military and industrial camps, and collective types of accommodation such as: hotels, clubs, and lodging 
homes.

Mobile Homes are included in the surveys. A mobile home is a type of manufactured house that is 
completely assembled in a factory, then moved to a foundation before it is occupied.

Trailers or any other movable dwelling (the larger often referred to as a mobile home) with no 
permanent foundation are excluded from the surveys.

A "dwelling unit” is defined as a structurally separate set of living premises with a private entrance 
either outside the building or from a common hall, lobby, vestibule or stairway inside the building. The 
entrance must be one that can be used without passing through anyone else’s living quarters.

The definitions of types of dwellings, used in the Surveys, are in accordance with those in 
the Census.

A "single-detached" dwelling is a building containing only one dwelling unit, which is completely 
separated on all sides from any other dwelling or structure.

A "semi-detached” dwelling is one of two dwellings located side-by-side in a building, adjoining no 
other structure and separated by a common or party wall extending from ground to roof.

A "row” dwelling is a ground-oriented dwelling attached to two or more similar units so that the 
resulting row structure contains three or more units.

An "apartment and other” dwelling includes all dwellings other than those described above, 
including structures commonly referred to as duplexes, triplexes, double duplexes and row duplexes.

"Seasonally Adjusted at Annual Rate” is the result of adjusting monthly or quarterly statistics to 
provide an indication of the annual total which would be achieved if activity in all other months or 
quarters were at the same level of performance relative to past seasonal patterns.

Definitions of Census Areas referred to in this Publication are as follows:

1996 Census - A Census Metropolitan Area (CMA) is the main labour market area of an urbanized 
core or a continuous built-up area having 100,000 or more population. Census Metropolitan Areas 
contain whole municipalities or Census Subdivisions.

It comprises:

1. Municipalities completely or partly inside the continuous built-up area, and
2. other municipalities, if

(a) at least 50% of the employed labour force living in the municipality works in the urbanized core, 
or
(b) at least 25% of the employed labour force working in the municipality lives in the urbanized 
core.

1996 Census - Census Agglomerations (CA) are defined in the same manner as CMA’s except that 
the urbanized core population is between 10,000 and 99,999.

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HOUSING STARTS STABLE IN AUGUST

Housing starts in Canada remained essentially 
unchanged in August at 147,200 units* from the 
revised level of 147,000 in July.

Urban multiples were up 10.2 per cent to 52,800 
units while urban singles declined 6.1 per cent to 
72,000.

Residential construction in Prairie urban centres 
increased 10.3 per cent from July to 29,000 units. 
Singles rose 5.6 per cent to 16,900 while multiples 
rose to 12,100 units. Starts were up in Alberta, 
but down in Manitoba and Saskatchewan.

Overall, Ontario starts increased by 1.5 per cent 
last month to 62,000 from 61,100 units in July. 
Multiples rose by 21.9 per cent to 27,300 units. 
Singles went down 10.3 per cent to 34,700. 
Toronto’s residential construction was up sharply 
to 38,400 from 29,200 units in July.

* The SAAR is a monthly figure that is adjusted to 
remove normal seasonal variation and multiplied by 12 
to reflect annual levels.

Dans les centres urbains, le nombre des mises en 
chantier de logements collectifs a atteint 52 800, en 
hausse de 10,2 %, tandis que celui des maisons 
individuelles s'est etabli a 72 000, en baisse de 
6,1 %.

Dans les centres urbains des Prairies, la 
construction residentielle a grimpe de 10,3 % par 
rapport au mois de juillet, alors que 29 000 
logements ont ete mis en chantier. De ce nombre, 
16 900 etaient des maisons individuelles (en hausse 
de 5,6 %) et 12 100, des logements collectifs. Les 
mises en chantier ont progresse en Alberta, mais 
elles ont diminue au Manitoba et en 
Saskatchewan.

Dans I'ensemble de I'Ontario, les mises en chantier 
ont augmente de 1,5% le mois dernier pour 
atteindre le chiffre de 62 000, contre 61 100 en 
juillet.

British Columbia starts were 13,000 units in 
August compared with the revised level of 13,400 
the previous month. Singles decreased to 7,400 
units and multiples to 5,600 units. In Vancouver, 
starts went down to 8,000 from 8,900 units the 
previous month

Residential construction in Quebec urban centres 
decreased 6.2 per cent to 16,600 units. Singles 
dropped 6.7 per cent to 9,800 while multiples 
went down 5.6 per cent to 6,800 units. Starts in 
Montreal were down to 9,200 units.

Atlantic starts dropped by 31.1 per cent in August 
to 4,200 units compared with 6,100 in July.

En Colombie-Britannique, 13 000 logements ont 
ete mis en chantier en aout, centre un chiffre revise 
de 13 400 le mois precedent. Les mises en 
chantier de logements individuels sont tombees a 
7 400, et celles de logements collectifs a 5 600.
